1) Dircctors / Joint Directors concerned -should hold a meeting of professors and principals of
the colleges in their jurisdicticn in the beginning of every academic year and give them
detailed information / instructions about the facilities extended by the Govt. tc tne stujents
with Leaming Disabiity. As far as possible, the office bearers of the Maharashira Dyslexia
Assuciation should be invited to this meeting.
